The theme of this 
gathering is: “You will receive power when the Holy Spirit has come upon you; and you will be my witnesses.” (Acts 1:8)  Catholic young 
people will meet from July 15-20, 2008 to learn about their faith tradition, to develop skills for living out their faith in the modern world, and 
to pray with one another.   
 
One of the most powerful and moving aspects of WYD is that young people will meet people from different cultures, languages and 
regions of the world. This cross-cultural experience inspires young people to become citizens of the world and to recognize that they are 
part of a global faith community.
