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Venues

France

Many venues in France are conducive to reflecting on the heritage
of Catholic orders and institutions. Paris gave birth to the
Daughters of Charity and the Vincent de Paul Society. Rheims,
Paris and Saint-Denis was the center of John Baptist La Salle’s
formation of educational institutions and the Christian Brothers.
Southern France was the context for the development of the
earliest Dominican communities and their ministry, 800 years ago.
The Missionaries of LaSalette were founded in response to the
apparition of Mary in 1846. Learn about the compassion and
respect these communities inspired in others.

Spain

Northern Spain includes many venues for exploring the heritage of
the Jesuits — including Loyola, Xavier, Manresa and Montserrat.
Southern Spain is a great venue for deepening reflection on the
interfaith outreach of Catholic institutions with travel to Toledo,
Granada, Cordoba and Seville. Explore models of interfaith
respect and understanding.

Italy

Rome is an excellent venue for exploring early Christian sites, the
development of Christian art and architecture, Catholic traditions,
and the commitment of Catholic institutions to the arts and
humanities. Franciscan institutions owe their heritate to St.
Francis of Assisi. There are sites throughout ltaly that underscore
the work and mission of the Dominicans, Jesuits, Benedictines
and other sponsoring Orders of Catholic higher education.
